This field and barn are below ever-flowing Santa Teresa Spring, preserved in Santa Teresa County Park. In 1826, Anza Expedition pobladore Jose Joaquin Bernal settled here by the spring with his family on 9,647 acres 10 miles south of downtown San Jose. He dubbed this land Rancho Santa Teresa. His descendants lived here until 1980, raising cattle and orchard fruit. The names Bernal and Santa Teresa are seen everywhere in South San Jose today.
